Gentlemen 

 

 Enclosed is a completed Green Tree Partnership Application with a proposed Tree 

Plan for the lake community of Aspenhof.  The site is located 8 miles south of Warrenton on 

Missouri Highway 47 in Warren County, MO.  The community is served by Cuivre River 

Electric Co-Op. 

 

 We have been in communication with Chris Ryan from Cuivre River Co-Op during 

the preparation of the application.  Phase 1 includes nursery stock Juniper trees to be 

planted as a natural screen on two sides of the at the dumpster site.  Decorative blooming 

trees including Bradford Pear, Red Bud and possibly Dogwood shall be planted parallel and 

adjacent to the trail from the bench to the dumpster site as shown on the development plan.  

 

Future phases may include trees along Aspenhof Road, near the horse shoe pits and canoe 

racks.  Overhead utility lines are marked on the plan. 

 

The development plan is consistent with the goals and intent of the Central Electric’s Green 

Tree Partnership. 

 

The application and plan are submitted for your review in support of a $500 grant from 

Central Electric and a $500 grant from Cuivre Electric.   Please advise should you care to
